The essay contest aims to encourage young researchers and students in the country to explore, to follow, to think, debate, and moreover to offer fresh ideas on
issues related to: the dynamics and the process of Macedonia's membership to NATO, increasing Macedonia's contribution to fully membership, but also after
the membership in NATO too.

Phases of the project:
Call for papers:
Official calls for submitting papers were published on the official website of the Euro-Atlantic Council of Macedonia www.atamacedonia.org.mk , and the two
most visited pages for publication of competitions and open calls - Fakulteti.mk and mladiinfo.com. In order to enhance transparency, the calls for participation
were sent to all state and private universities in the country. Also, the official calls were shared via Social Medias of the Euro-Atlantic Council of Macedonia and
YATA Macedonia.
Grading -Independent committee
In order to have transparent and independent assessments, essays were submitted to the office of the Euro-Atlantic Council of Macedonia where they were
numbered. After that they were sent for review to a three-member commission composed by:

- President of the Euro-Atlantic Council of Macedonia

- University professor

- A senior official from the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Macedonia

Public promotion of the winners

In order to publicly announce and promote the winners, the Euro-Atlantic Council of Macedonia organized an additional event where the best three candidates
were awarded vouchers. All the other participants in the contest received a certificate of participation.

Publishing brochure

For the purpose of the project a publication will be issued including the best essays: the first three essays and one/two best essays from each university. The
other students beside the three awards will receive certificates. The publication will be printed in 100 copies and distributed to the relevant stakeholders.

As the final phase of the project with the aim of bigger public promotion, the Euro-Atlantic Council of Macedonia will issue the following brochure in which the
best essays will be published. The brochure will be printed out in 100 copies and distributed to all stakeholders: state and private universities, Government,
Ministries of Defence and Foreign Affairs, Secretariat for European Affairs, the NATO team in Skopje and NATO Public Diplomacy Division in Brussels.
Criteria for participation:

- Age: 19 to 28 years

- Macedonian citizens or foreign nationals enrolled in one of the public or private universities in the country

- Undergraduate, Master or PhD students with an interest and knowledge of security issues, international relations and NATO

Awards:

The three top-ranked essays were awarded with cash prizes (in the amount of 150 Euros - first prize, 100 Euros - second prize and 50 Euros - third prize), and also
they will be shortlisted to visit NATO headquarters in Brussels in September.

The contributing potential of the Macedonian bird
during flight to, and in the cluster of the North
Atlantic Alliance

Could you ever imagine your own existence being decant into a form of a bird - youngling, which it had just started to learn the techniques of flying to conquer
the spaces of life? Can you imagine later on, that your wings are cut and you're faced with the inability to continue your life in a world where other maximally
exalt and glorify theirs? Now, will you able to find the serum against the revolt and pain when you realize that these imaginary and metaphorical situations are
the actual reality where the wholesome Macedonian society is living on the Euro-Atlantic political grounds? A cure, which unfortunately it also represents the
wound itself that we had been inflicted with seven years ago during the Bucharest NATO Summit, on April 3, 2008. The blockade for a membership in the world's
largest military-political alliance for collective security which it was imposed on Republic of Macedonia, was an ultimate intersector of the wings of this "bird".
So crippled to reflect its intrinsic beauty and potential that it carries, it seems that the Macedonian “bird” and its “flight” to the heights of European and
Euro-Atlantic structures will be retained only at the level of abstract purpose, destitute of any realization. But will the recent testimonials of members of the
North Atlantic “cluster”for top “flights” in Macedonia’s democratic, economic, security and political sphere, provide a possible retrieval of our country’s “wings”
from those who managed to cut them seven years ago? And how much will amount our achievements by their use, over the Euro-Atlantic sky?

Considering the cardinal importance of the North Atlantic Alliance as the largest security organization that advocates for the protection of freedom, territorial
integrity and social values of its Member States, it is understandable the tendency of our state to direct its universal progress towards

obtaining its membership. By gaining status as a member country of NATO, Macedonia will undoubtedly represents a country that has visible credibility, solid
value system, high security and reliability, and alongside with favorable economic climate will be a genuine target of interest to foreign investors. Our efforts to
achieve this goal and vision are more than evident, and date back to 1995 when on November 15 our country acceded the program, Partnership for Peace” and
also had joined the North Atlantic Cooperation Council. Ever since then, Macedonia has been demonstrating its commitment and dedication to cultivating ideals
and interests of the Alliance through participation in numerous projects, such as: inclusion in the PfP Planning and Review Process (PARP), giving assistance and
support to refugees from the Kosovo war (March/June 1999), the pursuit of the multinational command-staff exercise ,,SAVIOR '96", the final practical part of
the exercise ,, SAVIOR '97" and as the most important of its kind — exercise ,Co-operative Best Effort '98“" In the extensive archive of supportive activities, one
of the most significant moves that our country had made was the participation of military personnel in international forces in Afghanistan in 2002. Twelve years
of continuous work and dedication had been given by over 2700 officers, NCOs and soldiers of the Army of Republic of Macedonia, and this number in the last
years of their actions continued to rise to the striking level of 4% of active military personnel that the Macedonian Army holds! These information denote more
than solid arguments for the efforts of the Republic of Macedonia to ensure lasting peace and stability, as a basic postulate of the North Atlantic ideology.
Furthermore, we continued to demonstrate our loyalty by promoting the innovative Smart Defence concept that NATO Secretary General arose on the Munich
Conference, back in 2011. This concept initially meant more efficient use of military budgets by forcing multinational concept. Thus, the efficient use and
management of resources, the reduced costs, and the effect of doubly increased coordination between the allies, allowed with the same amount of finances to
be achieved greater effects on the security of citizens.2

We expressed again and again our interest and willingness to share our own values in promoting and implementing the strategies of the Alliance, both in its
target areas, and in our society. Macedonia has realized the universal vision where each citizen can fully enjoy their natural right for freedom, breathe the air of
democracy supported by a strong institutional system, and to feel the benefits of enhanced market economy. There is not a single argument for our country to
be prohibited its position in the Euro-Atlantic family of democracies, which by the way, ,,de-jure”it owns, thanks to the positive assessments of the Alliance for
the continuous contributions given in its missions. But why then we are not allowed ,,flight”in the heights of the Euro-Atlantic space, in NATO's “cluster” when
we crystal-clearly express our potential as a country aspirant?

For finding an answer to the question, it is necessary to refer to the recent activities carried out for the North Atlantic Alliance assistantship under baton of our
country, as an indicator of the success of the Macedonian interoperable capacities and knowledge that they gained on the road to getting an Alliance
membership. Macedonia continuously manifested its strong commitment to supporting and fulfilling NATO values, and this was clearly demonstrated in the
long-term contribution to the ISAF mission. These activities were of great benefit both for the Alliance, and the internal development of our country. The
participation in numerous military operations caused the security sector of our country to be elevated with better knowledge for development of a quality
defense reform, and consequently of highly competent operational capabilities. This unambiguously shows that Macedonia comprehends the Euro-Atlantic
values and implements them in its functioning as well, because by investing in building a better security system inside - we contribute to the establishment of
lasting stability and peace globally! The veracity of our actions are perceived by the fact that, despite Macedonia was vetoed by the southern neighbor in trying
to join the NATO membership at the Bucharest Summit in 2008, we still have remained consistent in our efforts and further contributions achieving the
objectives of the Alliance.

This was clearly proven through another participation with enormous military capacity in the mission ,,Determined support” which began to be implemented
just this year. It becomes more than evident that Macedonia is not a state that allows the size of grid references to be reflected in the size of its credibility and
integrity shown at investments in cooperation with NATO. Our contribution to the Alliance will not exhibit any signs of slowing down in its intensity, while
bravely walk to a rightful membership.

On the other hand, it is also necessary to have in mind the obligations and responsibilities to bear after a possible integration into NATO. Demonstrating the
undeniable willingness to solve international conflicts thus participation in humanitarian missions for support of peace, democracy and freedom, then to
promote, but also practice established model to overcome mutual distrust regarding good neighborly relations, providing a further extension of the concept of
individual human rights on regional and bilateral level, and development of its own defense system drawn by the norms and standards of the Alliance, are just
few of the challenges that our country needs, and it is able to achieve through its eligibility. The collective consciousness about our ability to perform such crucial
tasks as a member of NATO, cause for the Macedonian “bird” to be incontestably marked a position in the North Atlantic “cluster”.

According to the so far exposed positions, it is legitimate to give the conclusion that the Republic of Macedonia has realistic possibilities for obtaining the
long-awaited admission to this security organization. In order to provide political, economic and security well-being in Europe, it is necessary for the integration
process to continue, so it can preserve and promote the ideal of democratic societies founded on the basic human values. For the Macedonian “bird” there will
be an additional advantage if the Alliance expands its “flight” onto expanses of the Western Balkans as well, but anyway, as a future credible sample of the North
Atlantic “cluster”- it will continue to express its interoperability and undisputed integrity and credibility.

Macedonia and NATO in 2020

Macedonian and other Balkans leaders are hoping to see all Balkan countries in NATO by 2020. This may
be useful for both sides - NATO organization and the countries in question.

First of all, entering NATO would help the country’s involvement in the world events. Second, entering
NATO would prevent ethnical tensions within Macedonia, as most, if not all, of the Albanian population of
the country is in favor of joining NATO, and the nation’s leaders fear the outrage from the population if
the country fails to or refuses to join NATO.

Macedonia joining NATO would also guarantee safety of Macedonia, as the countries that have decided to join NATO are protected from terroristic attacks,
nuclear attacks, and IT attacks, due to the collective security NATO was created for. Joining NATO would also alleviate resolving the problems within the country.

Macedonia as a Factor of Stability

This would also mean strengthening the country’s relationships with other countries via common military and other missions, as well as protection from Russian
expansion.

Macedonia’s admission to NATO wouldn't be beneficial just for Macedonia, but it would also contribute to stabilizing tensions in the whole southeastern Europe
and it would set up an example for other Balkan countries to patch up the tense relationships with one another. This would also bridge the gap between the
Republic of Kosovo, Albania and Greece, as all of these entities are represented in Macedonian population.

Macedonia would contribute to the peace in southeastern Europe, as it had already sent out forces to Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2004 (part of the operation
Althea; this mission has contributed to the safety and sustention of it in Bosnia and Herzegovina) and it had also allowed NATO's forces to use Macedonia’s
territory as a gateway to Kosovo in 1999. Macedonia is also a part of the KFOR (Kosovo Forces), the international Forces responsible of the observance of peace
in Kosovo after the Kosovo war.

Macedonia is already an example of solving conflicts peacefully, as it is the only country that managed to separate from Yugoslavia without partaking in any of
the wars following the breakup of Yugoslavia, directly or indirectly.

NATO should be eager to have Macedonia join, since Macedonia had already contributed to NATO, despite its small military and demonstrated the image of a
country willing to help out in worldly conflicts, even with limited influence. For example, Macedonia had participated in the ISAF mission (International Security
Assistance Force) in Afghanistan and had sent 3, 200 troops since 2002; which is a significant contribution to the mission.

Macedonia had also sent out troops to help out U.S. forces in their war operations in Iraq and had also contributed in United Nation's Interim Force in Lebanon
(UNIFIL), the goal of which was to restore peace in Lebanon by confirming withdrawal of Israeli Defense Forces (1982 Lebanon War) and maintaining this peace.



By allowing Macedonia join it, NATO would prove that they want to secure International security everywhere; especially in these tumultuous parts of the world,
and not just in strong, powerful, and wealthy countries, and therefore go along with its “open door” policy, which would further promote NATO's image.

If Macedonia joins NATO, this could encourage other Balkan countries and countries southeastern Europe to take steps towards democracy, as well as encourage
Macedonian government itself to push further to stability and democratic values. Macedonia has already proven its willingness to do this with the Annual
National Program which is a blueprint for democratic reforms in Macedonia in regard of economy, military and politics. Furthermore, Macedonia has demon-
strated its democratic values by applying for a membership in the United Nation's Human Rights Council. In addition to this, many different nations are currently
residing within Macedonia and the country has been successfully representing each nationality and ethnicity equally and strives to continue with this policy as
shown with the Ohrid Framework Agreement; the emphasis of the agreement being on the fair representation and equal treatment of the diverse population.
Membership of NATO would strengthen these friendly relationships in the multi-ethnical population, accelerating Macedonia’s way towards the democratic
goals

Macedonia has also shown its eagerness to participate in contributing to the creation and maintenance of the global peace with cooperating with other
countries in the Adriatic Region in training the Afghan Military Force and confirming future cooperation in the ISAF mission.

Nom Est Omen

The only obstacle for Macedonia’s membership in NATO in 2008 was Greece’s veto which was backed by the Name dispute. This petty hindrance shouldn't be a
cause for a country so deserving of a membership in NATO, such as Macedonia, to not join NATO Alliances. Allowing Greece to put a veto on the membership of
Macedonia in NATO imperils NATOs “open-door” policy that states that qualified nations would eventually be allowed in the alliance and this litigation should
be resolved as soon as possible. Greece’s veto on Macedonia also jeopardizes Macedonia’s sovereignty and Greece shouldn’t be allowed to give restrictions to an
independent country.

In conclusion, Macedonia has proved itself worthy of membership in NATO, with its participation in NATOs and other military operations, as well as with its steps
taken that proves that the country is striving towards important positive reforms and a simple name dispute should not preclude its right to the membership or
diminish its efforts. Allowing Macedonia a place in NATO would substantiate Macedonia’s independence and sovereignty, as well as prevent ethnical tensions
and encourage countries in Adriatic Region to follow Macedonia’s example to reforms.

Failure to recognize Macedonia’s efforts would only result in dissatisfaction of Macedonia’s residents and ethnical tension, followed by the feelings of discour-
agement of Balkan countries towards future cooperation and reforms, while Macedonia’s place in NATO would improve the feelings of safety within Macedonia;
it would help continue the good relationships between different ethnicities and give Macedonia a chance to expand its influence in the world affairs, that the
country has authenticate itself eager to do.
